Use the table to find f(28.635) and f(-20.3)
Since the x values start at 0 and increment by 1, the table will not give us these values.  We will change the table mode from AUTO for the independent variable.

	Moves the ClrTable command to the home screen

	ENTER
	Executes the ClrTable command and clears the list.
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
